The rout will take us to the “Serra de Montseny” a mountain area where in the good 

times many hill climbs took place. Of course, many riders participated with Nortons.

The City centre of  Gerona is 

interesting but will probably be too time consuming.  Have a coffee or beer on the 

lakeside and go on to the way from Bañolas to Olot. You might visit an erotic open air 

museum and later the village Santa Pau.
